Award Subjects

Outstanding research or practical activities in the following fields:

1. Ensuring peace and security in the international community.
Promotion of development of the international economy and economic cooperation.
International cultural activities such as cultural and artistic exchange and collaboration.
International activities in science and technology, including international collaboration.
Initiatives addressing global issues such as the environment, energy, healthcare, and
poverty.
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Eligibility

Individuals under the age of 45 who have demonstrated outstanding achievements in the
fields listed above. In cases specified by the Selection Committee, applicants slightly
exceeding the age limit may also be considered.

Award Recipients and Categories

One Award of Excellence and a small number of Incentive Awards will be presented. In
principle, the Awards will be granted to individuals, but in some cases a group may be
considered. The Award plaque and a supplementary award of 1,000,000 yen for the Award
of Excellence recipient and 500,000 yen for the Incentive Award recipients will be granted.
